Ephesians 2:1-3 Alive but Dead PowerPoint
Ephesians 2:1 - “And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins”
· Grammatical Usage: “quickened” or in the Greek, “eiÎmið “ meaning, “be; alive”; “dead” or “Nekros” means, “destitute of life; inactive; inoperable”; “trespasses” or “Paraptoma” meaning, “lapse; deviation; misdeed; sin”; “sin” or “Hamartia” meaning, “err; miss the mark; offend; violate.”
· Literal Application: He (Christ) has made alive you who were destitute of real life given your misdeeds (because of) your spiritual error.  
· Contextual/Comparison: Paul immediately offers the description of the unsaved person to remind them (a) from where each came but (b) to whom they are called:
· V 1: the unsaved person is dead.  

· Vv 2-3a: the unsaved person is disobedient.    
· V3b: the unsaved person is depraved.    

· V3c: the unsaved person is doomed.    
· Conclusion: Do you sense God dealing with you?  I wouldn’t pass it off – the Bible says that God will not always strive with man.  What you sense is the Holy Spirit calling you to salvation in Jesus Christ.  “Behold, now is the favorable time; behold, now is the day of salvation” (2 Cor. 6:2).  The only guarantee you have is that … right now … you can accept Jesus Christ as your Savior.  Don’t miss this.
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
